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ABSTRACT 

The title of the research is “Students’ Strategies to improve Their English Language 

skills”. The aim of this research is to find out the strategies of students to improve 

their English Language skills. The question of this research is “what are student 

strategies to improve their English Language skill?”. This research was conducted 

to the students of the first semester English Education Study Program, Faculty of 
Teacher Training and Educational Sciences of Pakuan University. Qualitative 
approach and Descriptive method are applied to describe the types of students’ 

strategies. The data were gained by distributing questionnaire to the students in 
leaning speaking skill, interviewing some selected participants and also the lecturer 
who teach them speaking skill The research’s results show that the dominant type 

of students’ strategies to improve their English language skill, Based on the result 

from questionnaire, and interview. it was found that all strategies are used but 
cognitive and social strategies are dominant.   As the suggestion, the researcher 
would like the students in this case students should concern about their types of 
strategies and try to overcome their own strategies. They need to add more 
knowledge and more practice about the pronunciation or vocabulary in speaking 
skill. Moreover, it would be good for students to relax their mind when they do their 
speaking skill.

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CHAPTER 1 

INTRODUCTION 

 

A. Background of the study 

English is a language that is very common, it can also be learned and the 

various domains that exist. In English there are also four skills to learn, reading, 

listening, writing and speaking. On this occasion the researcher will focus more 

on discussing student strategies in learning speaking skill, because speaking 

skill is an important part of the curriculum in language teaching, and this makes 

them an important object of assessment as well. So, speaking should be 

mastered by the students because it enables them to communicate with others. 

This research will dedicate to find strategies in learning speaking skill the 

students have their own strategies of learning. It can be seen that certain learner 

seems to be successful in spite of method or techniques of teaching. According 

to (Argawati, 2014, p. 76) Speaking is one of the main purposes of language 

learning in that it is an ability to transfer some ideas to other people clearly and 

correctly. In other words, people can communicate their ideas well to other 

people. They have general characteristics that differentiate one individual from 

another and learning strategies are the special achieve or behavior that 

individual use to help them comprehended, learn or retain new information. 

There are many lack of good speaking English language for students in this era, 

they should have learning strategies. 

According to Abbas (2014) defined learning strategies as specific actions, 
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behaviors, steps, or techniques, such as seeking out conversation partners, or 

giving oneself encouragement to tackle the difficult language task used by 

students to enhance their own learning. Speaking skill is an important part of 

the curriculum in language teaching, and this makes them an important object 

of assessment as well. So, speaking should be mastered by the students because 

it enables them to communicate with others. 

To minimize problems in speaking and make conversation fluently, students 

should apply some strategies, such as paraphrasing their sentences and using 

gesture to deliver their meaning. These efforts are called communication 

strategies. According to Rahmadeni, Amri and Adnan (2013, p. 413) states that 

language learning will be easier if the students become more aware of possible 

strategies that can be selected during learning and using language. He also 

believes that the students' language skill can be improved by themselves when 

they become more aware of what helps them to learn the language they are 

studying most efficiently. The purpose of communication strategies is to 

overcome communication problems by applying some kinds of strategies. 

B. Reason for choosing the topic 

The researcher chose this topic because will find out what strategies the 

students used in learning speaking in English.There are many ways to learn 

speaking, and that students should have  good strategies to catch the new word 

when they listen in the school, they also learn the meaning of word, so here the 

researcher would like to analyse their strategies. Because in this era many 

students still lack of Speaking English very well. 
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C. Aim of the Research 

The aim of the research is to find the strategies of students to improve their 

English Language skills 

D. Research Question 

Based on the background of the study the writer intends to discover the 

answer of this question: “what are student strategies to improve their speaking 

skill?” 

E. Research focus 

In this research the researcher was focus on analysing the strategies of 

students when they learning English language in speaking skill. 

F. Operational Definition 

This researcher presents operational definition in this research: 

1. Learning strategy is an election of several exercises relate to the learning 

objectives”. Hamruni (2012;3). That statements can be concluded that 

learning strategy is several aspects including plan, method, activity 

and exercise choosen by learner to reach the learning goal. 

2. Speaking English as a foreign language is difficult skill to be taught and 

learned because the learners should master some aspects like mastery 

vocabulary, correct pronunciation, know about grammar, and other. 

When the learners want to speak, they also should think about all of 

those aspects. (Haryudin and Jamilah, 2018:59). Therefore, speaking 

skill is the most difficult aspect for learners to master. 
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G. Research Significance 

This research was given more information about speaking strategies which 

can be used by students when they learn speaking skill. Through this research, 

students who want to communicate each other and find difficulties can learn 

about their problems and the strategies to keep the communication going on 

relevant to their own speaking problems. English teacher can have knowledge 

about communication strategies if teacher face some difficulties to express the 

meaning in conversation. For the next researcher, the writer hopes this research 

can give additional literature in making depth investigation about conversation 

problems and strategies in overcoming those problems. In addition, this 

research can help reader to understand about communication strategies that 

are employed by foreign language learners in order to improve conversation 

skill. 
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CHAPTER II 

THEORETICAL FOUNDATION 

 

A. Learning Strategies 

1. Definition of Learning Strategies 

Student must have strategy to encourage the learners in take an active 

role in their own learning. Brown (2007, p 132) cited in Hashemi and 

Hadavi (2015) describes strategies as those specific attacks that we make 

on a given problem that vary considerably within each individual.  This 

statement explains that every student must have a strategy for solving a 

problem in their own learning. 

Then there must be a strategy that is used by students because it 

supports learning. According to Chamot (2005, p 112) cited in Hashemi 

and Hadavi. (2015) defines strategies as procedures that facilitate a 

learning task. This statement explains that strategy is something that must 

be considered in learning. Students should aware and they must have a 

strategy because it will facilitate them when learn. 

As for the opinion of Suyono and Hariyanto (2015) explain that 

learning strategy is a series of activities in the learning process related to 

student management, management of learning resources and research 

(assessment) so that learning is more effective and efficient in accordance 

with the set learning objectives. From the above understanding, it can be 

concluded that the learning strategy is an internal action that has a series 
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of activities in the learning process that uses methods and utilizes various 

resources or strengths in learning so that learning objectives can be 

achieved effectively and efficiently. 

Next there is previous research from Gani, Fajrina, and Hanifa(2015) 

revealed in their study on Students' Learning Strategies for Developing 

Speaking Ability that compensation and social strategies were the two 

main strategies utilised by learners with poor speaking ability. Students 

with better speaking proficiency, on the other hand, had a better balance in 

using these language learning strategies to enhance their speaking ability. 

In order to improve their speaking abilities, these students used all six 

strategies at the same frequency-compensation, social, affective, memory, 

cognitive and metacognitive, strategies. 

2. Types of Learning Strategies 

Abbas (2014) stated that, A relevant study indicated that memory, 

cognitive, metacognitive, compensation, social, and affective strategies 

were the strategies used by students in learning speaking. There are many 

which used to get particular goal in language learning activities: 

a. Direct strategies. 

Language learning strategies that directly involved the target 

language are called direct strategies. All direct strategies require mental 

processing of the language, but the three groups (memory strategies, 

cognitive strategies, and compensation strategies) of direct strategies do 

this processing differently and for different purpose.

1) Memory strategies 

Memory strategies help learner to have target language item or 

concept with another but do not necessarily involve deep 

understanding. Memory strategies reflect very simple principles, 

such as arranging things in order, making associations, and 

reviewing. 

2) Cognitive strategy 

Cognitive strategies enable the learner to manipulate the 

language material in direct ways, e.g., through reasoning, analysis, 

note-taking, summarizing, synthesizing, outlining, reorganizing 

information to develop stronger schemas (knowledge structures), 

practicing in naturalistic settings, and practicing structures and 

sounds formally. 

3) Compensantory strategy 

Compensation strategies is guessing from the context in listening 

and reading,using synonyms and "talking around" the missing word 

to aid speaking and writing; and strictly for speaking, using gestures 

or pause words) help the learner make up for missing knowledge. 

b. Indirect strategies 

Indirect strategies are divided into metacognitive strategies, 

affective strategies, and social strategies. All these strategies are called 

as 'indirect' because they support and manage language learning without 

directly involving the target language. Indirect strategies are useful in 
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virtually all language learning situations and are applicable to all four 

language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. 

1) Metacognitive strategy 

Metacognitive strategies are identifying one's own learning style 

preferences and needs, planning for a target language task, gathering 

and organizing material, arranging a study space and a schedule, 

monitoring mistakes, and evaluating task success, and evaluating the 

success of any type of learning strategy are employed for managing 

the learning process overall. 

2) Affective strategies 

The term of affective refers to emotions, attitudes, motivations, 

and values. Affective strategies included anxiety reduction, self-

encouragement, emotional self-awareness. It is associated with 

learners' attention and effort. to control psychological barriers such 

as feeling shame of using English, afraid of making mistake,and 

nervous. 

3) Social strategies 

Social strategies is asking questions to get verification, asking 

for clarification of a confusing point, asking for help in doing a 

language task, talking with a native-speaking conversation partner, 

and exploring cultural and social norms help the learner work with 

others and understand the target culture as well as the language. 
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B. Speaking 

1. Definition of speaking 

Speaking is one of the primary motivations behind language learning 

in that it is a capacity to move a few plans to others obviously and 

accurately. As such, individuals can impart their thoughts well to others 

(Argawati,2014:76). Relate on this statement when speaking English, the 

speakers should know how to pronounce the words or sentences. When 

they are wrong in pronouncing words or sentences, those may be possible 

the words that we said have different meaning. This is certainly very 

confusing for those who hearus. Therefore it is important for us to 

knowhow to easily learn the English language especially speaking skill. 

Any explanation from Nurgiyantoro (2013: 399) argues that speaking 

is a second language activity that is used by humans in everyday life after 

listening. Relate to this statement because, Speaking is one means of 

acquiring knowledge and also when learning English language the 

important thing students must know to deliver word with good 

pronunciation in communication like verbal, and also have vocabulary to 

using word in non-verbal. 

Then there is also an explanation of Tarigan (2015: 16) argues that 

speaking is the ability to pronounce articulation sounds or words that 

express, state, or convey thoughts, ideas and feelings. This statement says 

that basically students know language starting from the sounds (language) 

they hear which then students learn to pronounce and finally are able to 
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speak. 

2. Types of speaking 

Brown (2004: 271) describes six categories of speaking skill area. Those 

six categories are as follows. Here is the type of speaking: 

• Imitation 

Imitation is a cognitive process to perform actions such as those 

carried out by the model by involving the senses as recipients of stimuli 

and installing perceptual abilities to process information from stimuli 

with the ability to act to perform motoric movements. 

• Intensive 

This type is the production of stretches of oral language designed 

to demonstrate competence in a narrow band of grammatical, lexical, 

phrasal, or phonological relationships. In this type of assessment, 

comprehending meaning is significant whereas interaction with 

counterpart is minimal. 

• Responsive 

This type meaning is simply making short conversation. Unlike 

two categories, which mentioned above, responsive speaking involves 

learners to speak promptly. Conversation should be authentic. 

Evaluation in responsive tasks includes brief interactions with 

interlocutor. Unlike interactive speaking, in responsive one test taker 

uses its creativity but in limited lengths of utterances. 
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• Transactional (dialogue) 

Transactional language is conveying or exchanging specific 

information, is an extended form of responsive language, it means that 

the conversation more detail between interviewer and interviewees, for 

example: 

A: What is the purpose of the text? 

B: To tell the readers benefit to save money in bank 

• Interpersonal (dialogue) 

Interpersonal language is maintaining social relationship not for 

transmission of facts and information involves factors like; casual 

register, colloquial language, emotionally charged language, slang, 

ellipsis, sarcasm, a covert. 

• Extensive (monologue) 

This part is teacher gives students extended monologues in the form 

oral repots, summaries, or perhaps short speeches. 

3. Element of Speaking 

Considering the factors above, Ahyak and Indramawan (2013: p.19) 

speaking develops to acquire speaking skill students must have many 

aspects of speaking such as pronunciation, structure, vocabulary, 

content, and fluency. Moreover, Rahman and Deviyanti (2012: p.3) 

speaking must fulfill these following aspects, they are fluency, accuracy 

(grammar and pronunciation), and comprehension. Here the elements of 

speaking. 
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• Pronunciation 

This criterion of speaking assessment check the amount of errors 

occur while pronouncing words and how they influence of 

communication  

• Fluency  

Evaluating fluency gives a picture how confident speaker is. 

Whether he/she hesitates and makes pauses in each word production. 

In addition, it indicates how speaker can deliver the message. 

• Vocabulary 

This part is one of the most important thing in speaking, because 

students must have vocabulary to communicate clearly, how to 

checking vocabulary range and precision indicates how proficient 

test taker is. 

• Grammar 

Grammar is finding the appropriate structure and tenses in 

producing and assessing grammar in oral production helps speakers 

to escape further grammatical inaccurate speech production. 

• Comprehension 

Understanding the context of the conversation and able to give 

appropriate response according to the question. Comprehension also 

the ability to perceive and process stretches of discourse, to 

formulate representations the meaning of sentences. 
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C. Related research 

In this research the researcher also related with the previous research, there 

are two research from the first is the title students’strategies in learning 

speaking, the autor by Utama and Shabir, they are from English Education 

Program Faculty of Teacher Training and Education Universitas Ibn Khaldun, 

this research was publication on September 2017.They have research in the 

study seeks to investigate the strategies used by university students in learning 

speaking. They also used instrument by Questioner and interview were to 

collect the data needed from nine students of eighth semester of an English 

Department at a university in West Java. 

They used qualitative method and their results is the data interpreted 

qualitatively shows that high achiever students dominantly used compensation 

and social strategies. In the meantime, middle achiever students mostly used 

compensation and affective strategies and those lower achievers mostly used 

memory strategy. Their reasons for choosing such strategies vary but depend on 

their learning styles. Possible problem in students‟ use of certain strategies 

might be another interesting topic to be investigated in the future. 

The next related research is “a study on students’ strategies in overcoming 

speaking problem in conversation”, this research have find from Nurhidayah, 

Makassar Muhammadiyah University Faculty of Teacher Training and 

Education English Education Department, this research was publication on 

February 2019 , The objectives of this research were to find out the students’ 

problem and their strategies to solve the problem in speaking English 
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conversation at the eleventh grades students of SMA Negeri 4 Takalar. The 

researcher was take samples of the research was 33 students who were taken 

from XI MIA 3 class of students in the academic year of 2018/2019 by using 

Purposive Sampling Technique. The researcher employed Descriptive-

qualitative Method. The instrument of this research were conducted through 

questionnaire and interview. 

The research findings showed that students have some speaking problems 

in the classroom which hampered them from improving their speaking ability. 

The problem are lack confidence, afraid in making mistake, less motivation, 

lack of vocabulary, difficulties to pronounce English word, and worry about 

grammar. All these problems occured when they did the activities in speaking 

English conversation class, and lack vocabulary is the most reason of their 

problems in speaking. To solve their problem to deliver their meaning in 

conversation, students employed some communication strategies, including 

avoiding communication, adjusting the message, using paraphrase, creating 

new words, switching to the native language, using non-linguistic resources, 

and seeking help. Among those all strategies, seeking help was frequently 

happen in the classroom. 
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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

 

A. Research Method and Design 

The method used in this research is descriptive research, it is along with the 

objective of this research was find out the “Students’ strategies to improve their 

speaking skills”. The purpose is to find the deep investigation about the 

strategies use by students in learning English. The research also use instrument 

to collecting the data, the researcher was used questionnaire, lecturer and 

students’ interviews. In short, the researcher using descriptive qualitative design 

to obtain information.

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B. Research Site and Participant 

The researcher was involved the first semester Students’of English 

Education Study Program of FKIP Pakuan University and the lecturer who 

teaches speaking fundamental in that class. The population and the number of 

participants is 18. They are chosen because they are studying speaking in the 

class of Speaking Fundamental. 

C. Research instrument 

This research was used questioner, lecturer and students’ interviews to 

collected the data from the participant. 

D. Method for Collecting Data 

In conducting this study, some instruments are used to collect the data, there 

is a set of questioner and interview Details about the procedure of data collection 

are described below: 

1) Questionnaire 

A set questionnaire is used in this study. It is given to the participants 

since the study was limited to only investigate the junior students of English 

Education‟ learning strategies in mastering speaking skill. The first 

instrument to collect the data is questionnaire. Questionnaire is a number of 

written questions used to get information from respondents about their 

experiences individually. Close form questionnaire is a number kind of 

questionnaire that provides for marking a yes or no, a short response, or 

checking an item from a list of suggested responses. In this research, 

questionnaire is distributed to the students. in the questionnaire there are 
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eighteen statements, the researcher provide, three statements at each point 

related to the data in the chapter II, which states about student learning 

strategies. 

2) Interview 

Interviewing can be a valuable way of finding a description of actions 

and events. It can give supplementary information that is missed in 

observation and could be used to check the accuracy of the observations 

(Maxwell (2013). The researcher also determined interview as instrument 

in this research. The purpose of the interview is to collected the data from 

participant’s experiences. The researcher collected the data about students’ 

experiences when they faced difficulties in speaking. The interview given 

more information in detail focusing on the research problem because 

respondents are free to answer in detail based on their experiences. The 

researcher took five students of first semester of student English Education 

study program as interviewer, and also researcher will interview the lecturer 

who teaches speaking materials in that class, to know how effort the lecturer 

until students mastering English. Interview guide for the students consisted 

of five questions concerning their problems in speaking English, their 

strategies to deal with the problem, and the effect of applying those 

strategies to their speaking problem. 

E. Research Procedure 

The procedure of this research is the researcher was given questioner to 

students and interview them. After that, the researcher also was interview the 
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lecturer who teaches them speaking materials in that class, The questions are 

related to the point in chapter II, about learning strategies, and what strategies 

they used. 

F. Data Analysis 

The data from the questionnaires was be analyzed in accordance with the 

students’ choices. The data from interview has been in the form of voice 

recording. The voice recording was analyzed and categorized to gain 

information related to the research question about the students’ learning 

strategies in mastering speaking skill. 
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CHAPTER IV 

DATA DESCRIPTION AND ANALYSIS  

 
A. Data Description 

This research was conducted from January 29th 2022 until february 13th 

2023, at English Language Education Study Program, Faculty of Teacher and 

Educational Sciences, Pakuan university. The participants of this research were 

the first semester students who learning speaking fundamental and the lecturer 

who taught that class. The data were collected through questionnaire, interview 

and interviews. All of the data were analyzed and interpreted to obtain the final 

result of the research. 

1. Data from questionnaire  

Questionnaire was the first instrument of this research to find the data. 

There are 18 statements which are given to find out students’ strategy to 

improve their English language skill. Those statements were classified into 

three indicators. The result of the questionnaire is reported as follows:

The second statement, it showed that 14 participants (82,4%) agree 

about that statement is worse than others and 3 participants (17,6%) did 

not agree about it. The third statements, (52,9%) participants very agree 

about that statement about memory strategy and (47,1%) participants 

not agree about it.  

It can be 

concluded that most students had the memory strategy, it can be seen in 

the table that there are two statements which show the percentage above 

the average and one statement showed a low percentage. The result of 

this, the researcher concluded there were (11%) respondents agree to 

doing this strategy.

      Based on the result from the first statement, it showed that 13   

participants (76,5%) agree about that statement will be commented not 

agree that statement four participants (23,5%) do not agree about it. The 

second statement, it showed that 11 participants (64,7%) also say YES 

about that statement is worse than others and 6 participants (35,3%) did 

not do it. The third statements, 10 participants (58,8%) very agree about 
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that statement about memory strategy and (41,2%) participants not agree 

about it.  

     There were three statements related to this indicator. It can 

conclude that most students had the social strategy, it can be seen in the 

table that there are two statements which show the percentage above the 

average and one statement showed a low percentage.The result of this, 

the researcher concluded there were (11%) respondents agree with this 

strategy.  

         After examined the results of all statements that were answered 

by respondents who have the highly percentage cognitive strategy (14%) 

this strategy that was most of respondents doing this to learn English 

language skill. 

 
2. Data from interview 

Interview was the second instrument in this research to collect the data. The 

interview was done on 28th January 2023. It was delivered to five they are chosen 

because of their answer to the questionnaires and the lecturer who taught speaking 

fundamental. There were six questions according to six indicators 

a. Memory strategy 

The first question was asked about what students can remember 

sounds, pictures and meanings make students memorize English words. 

It was found that five respondents were thought that they doing that 

strategy and respondents who said yes if this was used in learning 

English, from respondents five of them agree that memory strategy use 
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it, the researcher put one of them statement, as stated in excerpt #1 in 

addition The lecturer who taught speaking fundamental also agree to use 

this strategy it can help the students, as stated expert #2

The second question was asked about what about when students 

practice the pronunciation and intonation of English words that they just 

hear over and over again can make Their, pronounce these words well. 

It was found that four respondents were thought that with the practice of 
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memorizing repeatedly can make them quickly recognize the word, four 

of them agree that cognitive strategy use it, the researcher put one of 

them statement, as stated in excerpt #1 in addition The lecturer who 

taught speaking fundamental also agree to use this strategy it can help 

the students, as stated expert #2

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c. Compensatory Strategy 

The third question was asked about what about whether using key 

words to guess the meaning of English, both spoken and written is 

useful. It was found that four respondents were thought that with using 

key word to guess meaning of the word cannot make them quickly 

recognize the word, four of them agree that compensatory strategy use 

it, the researcher put one of them statement, as stated in excerpt #1. 

Different from statement from the lecturer who taught speaking 

fundamental thought that to use this strategy it can help the students, as

The researcher concluded compensatory strategy cannot help 

respondents to guess the meaning of the word because it was difficult.  

 
d. Metacognitive Strategy  

The fourth question was asked about what about by trying to find 

out how learning English should be done by reading books, asking 

questions, and listening students can catch the meaning of the word. It 

was found that five respondents were thought if they do that this method 

is very good because reading and asking questions can make them more 

knowledgeable, five of them agree that metacognitive strategy use it, the 

researcher put one of them statement, as stated in excerpt #1 in addition 

The lecturer who taught speaking fundamental also agree to use this 

strategy it can help the students, as stated expert #2

e. Affective Strategy 

The next one question was asked about about listening to music in 

English or something else can overcome their tension in practicing 

English. It was found that all of the respondents were thought if they all 

say that listening to music can make them learn languages quickly, there 

are also those who say listening to songs can really relieve tension, five 

of them agree that affective strategy use it, the researcher put one of 
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them statement,as stated in excerpt #1 in addition The lecturer who 

taught speaking fundamental also agree to use this strategy it can help 

the students, as stated expert #2

It was found that four 

respondents were thought this is useful for training speaking skills, they 

have to practice directly so that they are fluent, four of them agree that 

social strategy to use it, the researcher put one of them statement, as 

stated in excerpt #1 in addition The lecturer who taught speaking 

fundamental also agree to use this strategy it can help the students, as 

stated expert #2

 The researcher concluded all of the respondents agree if 

social strategy use and effective to respondents it can help them 

smoothly to spoke English so well.  

 

B. Data Analysis 

This research was conducted with questionnaires and interview to collect 

the data, from the result of questionnaires the researcher got conclusion is 

students used all the strategies, Abbas (2014) stated that “A relevant study 

indicated that memory, cognitive, metacognitive, compensation, social, and 

affective strategies were the strategies used by students in learning speaking.”  

From the data collected cognitive, metacognitive, affective, and social 

strategy most of students used. however cognitive strategy is the strategy that is 

used the most, Agung (2014) stated that “cognitive strategies are more limited 

to specific learning tasks and they involve more direct manipulation of the 

learning material itself.”  

The result of interview that was students more used is social strategy. This 
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result similar with the theory of (Utama and Shabir, 2017) the data interpreted 

qualitatively shows that high achiever students dominantly used compensation 

and social strategies. From the data collected it can be concluded that all 

strategies are used by the students but the strategies that are mostly used are 

social, metacognitive, memory strategy. 

The researcher concluded that from all the data collected that is all strategies 

are used but cognitive, and social strategies are dominant.  
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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

 
A. Conclusion 

The research investigates the students’ strategies to improve their English 

language skills. There had six strategy such as memory strategy, cognitive, 

compensatory, metacognitive, affective, and social. Based on the result from 

questionnaire, and interview. it was found that all strategies are used but 

cognitive and social strategies are dominant.  

B. Suggestion 

Based on the result of this research, there are suggestion for students, 

lecturer and future researcher, the researcher presented suggestions as the 

following:  

1. For student  

Based on the finding of this research, students’ strategies to improve 

their English language skills when they have to learn speaking skill students 

should use cognitive and social strategies to increased pronunciation and 

vocabulary in speaking skill.  

2. For future research  

For further researcher is suggested to investigate more deeply with large 

amount of participant to know about the students’ strategy. For future 

researcher can focus on the similar topic with different aspect that not 

included in this research such as the how to find good method of students’ 

strategy to learning speaking, after that give more treatment to students.
